Inform school SENCO suggesting Movement ABC test may be appropriate





School consults with Specialist Teacher to decide what action is needed

School identifies and implements programme of support and IEP targets





School continues programme





School reviews progress





School sends Request for Consultation and 


checklist to CYPS Physical Difficulties Team 


including details of NC levels








School may seek consultation from another CYPS team





Full ABC test not needed but advice is given or programme is reviewed





Full ABC test/retest and consultation with school





Score above 5th centile – programme not usually suggested unless specific area of need is noted





Significant concerns or score at or below 5th centile  –


programme is suggested and/or advice given. Specialist Teacher


discusses findings with Community Paediatrician.





School to review after 6 months and send copy of review to Specialist Teacher





Improvement?





Continue, adapt or end programme





Minimal progress made?





Retest, revise programme and/or refer to Community Paediatrician who may then refer on to OT, Physio and/or other professional
