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PARENTAL VIEWS - WRITING AND SENDING YOUR REPORT
Title: Parental Views
The report should include:

· Your child’s name and date of birth

· Your thoughts about your child (see guidance sheets ‘Preparing the Report ‘and ‘Parental Views Report - Things to consider’)
· You may like to include your child’s views (see guidance sheet ‘Childrens’ Views’)
 You may wish to end your report with a summary of the following:

· Why you feel that your child  has much greater difficulties than others the same age and/or has considerable difficulties in more than one area, for instance with hearing and behaviour.

· Why you feel that your child’s needs have not been met, even though the school and experts have tried
· Why you feel that your child may need the sort of help which normally only comes through a statement 
When your report is ready, you should send it to your local Children and Young People’s  Service (CYPS) base. The address and the name of the person to send it to will be on the letter you received about the request for a statutory assessment for your son or daughter.
