PARENTAL VIEWS – Preparing the Report

This checklist gives examples of the sort of things that you may wish to tell the local authority about your child. However, you do not need to write something about every section. For example, if there is already a lot of information about your child’s early years or medical history, you may wish to start with ‘your child now at home’.
Your child’s early years:

What were they like as a baby? Were you happy with their progress? 

Were they a late developer? Any milestones that you remember? 

Say when you first noticed any problems – big or small. 

Did you tell anyone – what help or advice did you get?
Your child now:

Health – eating, sleeping, illnesses (minor & serious), liveliness, tiredness, accidents or periods in hospital, medicine, special diet.

Physical Skills – walking, climbing, drawing, using scissors etc., riding a bike, running, jigsaws, construction kits, football

Communication – level of speech, explains, describes, telephone, messages, talking to people, joins in conversations

Personal Skills – independence, dressing, washing, dealing with pocket money, making bed, coping with day-to-day routine
Your child now at home: 

Playing and learning – TV, video games, reading – for pleasure and information, hobbies, concentration

Outside Activities -  clubs, sports,  going out alone 

Relationships – parents, brothers and sisters, adults, mixing
Behaviour at home – sharing, listening, helping, offering, sulking, moods,  loving, tantrums, helping, fits in with routine and ‘rules’ 

Your child now at school:

What is your child good at? What does your child enjoy?

Progress – reading, writing, number, other subjects and activities

Everything you feel about school – relationships, how has school helped or not helped – how has the extra help benefited your child, what is easy or difficult for your child.

General views about your child:

What do you think their needs are? What help do they need?

Are things getting worse?

How do they compare with others of the same age?

What are they good at or enjoy doing?
What does your child worry about? Are they aware of their own difficulties?

What are your worries or concerns?

Any other useful information about the family?

How do your child’s needs affect the family?

Last but not least:

What does your child think about the difficulties they face?

What help would they like?
